Book review by Alistair MacArthur   
THE LAST GENERATION  by  Fred Pearce 
(First published in Great Britain by Eden Project Books, a division of Transworld Publishers, 2006.)�  
 
The author has drawn on the findings of many scientific works of recent decades to 
present a very readable, coherent account of issues relating to climate change. 
He takes us on journeys from the Arctic to the Antarctic, into evidence from deep borings into the earth 
or ice masses, to monitoring of the upper stratosphere. We study the humid rainforests and the greatest 
desert areas, and in so doing learn about how people had to flee when lakes and rivers suddenly dried 
up where the Sahara desert now exists. Congratulations to the library staff for obtaining this book which 
offers us so many perspectives, drawn from the writings of dedicated researchers. Some of them have 
worked in remote and hostile environments, and we would do well to heed what they have to say.
