                                   Lodge in 2008.  She was 

amazingly active for her age, until fairly 

recently. She used to walk from her home in 

Hamilton East to lodge meetings regularly. 

    She had an excellent memory and used to 

recite lengthy pieces of poetry, often of a 

humorous nature at our Members meetings.  

    She lived most of her later life in Hamilton 

East, but had travelled a lot.  Aubrey used to 

tell of the days when Peachgrove Road had 

sheep herded along it; and of gathering 

blackberries in open ground which is now long 

since roaded and developed into high density 

residential properties. 

    In the 1930s and 1940 she was active in a 

number of societies including ‗Theosophy with 

Geoffrey Hodson‘ and Social Credit.
